Summer Camp Payment Schedule:

For current Troop 60 Boy Scouts planning to go to summer camp:    


A $50 non-refundable reservation deposit is Due by March 18th, 2010.
*** (Webelos crossing over to the Troop in February don’t have to make this deposit, unless they know they are definitely going to summer camp. They have until April 15th to pay in full)  

For all scouts, the balance of your Summer Camp Fees, including Transportation, High adventure and any additional special program payments are due by April 15th, 2008.  Payments are nonrefundable. Please make checks payable to Boy Scout Troop 60, and give the check and your registration to Mr. Little on or before this deadline.

How much will it cost in total to go to camp? 

For 2008 the basic camp fee is $250, per scout, with an early registration discount (a savings of $30). This fee covers meals, lodging and the basic program for the week. There are additional fees for some merit badges, optional activities and “High Adventure” programs (check the list below for additional fees).   Note: There are age and other skill requirements for some these activities. See Mr. Little for details. Here is list of additional fees for some of the optional additional activities available at camp.

Transportation Costs – A scouts parents are responsible for arranging his transportation to Summer Camp.  Alternatives may include: parents driving, carpooling with other parents or adult leaders (limited availability) or a bus provided by the camp. The bus provided by camp Ma-Ka-Ja-Wan costs $TBD. If there are not enough parents and leaders driving, scouts will have to take the Ma-Ka-Ja-Wan bus to camp. Check with Mr. Little for more information and updates on transportation alternatives and costs.  

Spending Money at Camp - Scouts should also bring a minimum of $50 in spending money for meals while traveling, the camp store which sells soda, souvenirs, kits for handicraft, worms for fishing, etc. Adult Leaders should not be imposed on to “lend” money to scouts while they are at summer camp.
