2010 Summer Camp Equipment Checklist

To help you get ready, here is a checklist of what you need to prepare for summer camp.   

· DO NOT wait until the last minute to prepare for camp. Make sure you have completed all camp documents and pack your equipment or you will forget something and it will ruin your camping experience, as well as that of myself and the other adult leaders who will have to deal with it at camp. 
· Each Scout, Not Parent(s), should pack his own duffel bag so that he knows where his equipment and clothes are packed.  Scouts need to be responsible for their gear and know where it is at  – Mom and Dad will not be at camp to help find things.

· Buy the 2 ½ or 3 gallon zip lock storage / freezer bags, and pack a set of clothes for each day in them.  Use a marker to label the day of the week on the outside of the bag.  Squeeze the air out of the Zip lock bag, to compress clothes for packing into your duffel bag or backpack. 

· Bring only what is necessary, We do not have room in the vehicles to carry bulky or unpacked items.  Do not over pack or bring unnecessary items.

EQUIPMENT:

· Medical form, completed and signed by the physician, and signed by the parent/guardian (this current year 2009) and the unit leader.  This form must be turned into Mr. Little on or before June 3, 2010.

· The Scout should also bring a medication form for any prescription or non-perscription medicines needed—these should be stored in the original prescription bottle with complete and accurate descriptions of directions for use. This medication form must be turned into Mr. Little on or before June 3, 2010.

· Permission slip signed by a parent or guardian. This form must be turned into Mr. Little on or before June 3, 2010.
· 1 - Duffel Bag or Backpack to pack everything into.

· 1 – Small fanny pack or school book bag / backpack (for carrying rain gear, canteen and Merit Badge materials during the day)

· Scout uniform shirts:  (1) Class A scout shirt, and any Class B and / or C Troop 60 T-shirts for daytime activities. The Class A must be worn while traveling in a vehicle.

· Boys Scout Cap or Troop 60 Cap ball cap. 

· (1) - Hooded sweat shirt and/or a jacket

· Long Pants – (1) pair Jeans – (1) pair olive green cargo pants to be worn with the Class A uniform shirt  - recommend “zip-off” legs so they can be worn as shorts.

· (6) pairs of socks, including at least  (1) pair of green colored Scout Socks to be worn with Class A shirt and shorts.

· (1) Towel and  (1) washcloth

· Six (6) changes of underwear  (bottoms)

· Swimming trunks – (2) pair.

· Sleeping bag - compacted in a compression sack / bag  - NO UNROLLED LOOSE SLEEPING BAGS

· Sleep wear – Pajamas or sleep pants.

· RAIN GEAR - Poncho or raincoat - A must!

· Extra pair of shoes (for wet weather) A must! (I recommend low cut hiking boots – not gym shoes)

· Soap, toothbrush, toothpaste, shampoo, deodorant and comb

· Small - Flashlight with extra batteries

· Scout Handbook, pencil, pen, and paper  - Merit badge books and pre-work.

· Mosquito repellent  (no aerosol cans – lotion is OK)

· Sun block lotion 

· Canteen or Nalgene type bottle for water

· Small Pocket knife (Sheath knives not allowed) and Compass

· $50 Spending money 

OPTIONAL…

· Camera and film

· Mosquito netting (The camp provided wall tents have no netting). 

· A small compact tri-pod folding stool or camp chair to sit on  - We don’t have room to transport large lawn or camp chairs.

· You should bring a ground pad  / sleeping pad, especially if you plan on staying in a Troop 60 tent.  The canvas “wall” tents provided by the camp have cots. If you do bring a sleeping pad, make sure it is deflated and rolled up and compressed to take up as little room as possible.

· WHAT NOT TO BRING…

NO Candy or other snacks – I don’t allow scouts to have any candy or other snacks in the Troop’s campsite. The summer camp provides three meals a day that are healthy and nutritional.  You can buy a snack and eat it down at the Camp’s store.

Please note - Scouts loose items and the outdoors can be rough on things meant to be

kept indoors like toys, electronics, items of sentimental value, and high-end items – LEAVE THESE ITEMS AT HOME.
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
